-1 spool of matching thread, 300 yards.

-1 card of 6 or more buttons— 1/2” to 5/8" match(hg
buttons.

All items should be new and in good condition. W
needles, thread, and buttons inside fabric andwiib
string, yarn, or strip of fabric. (Do not use piadiags.)
Any items or a complete kit may be donated. A b®j i
available in the kitchen for turning in completeits kor
any items for kits.

Sewing Fabric
