 Well, I started.  I couldn't very well try to convince others to do it if I wasn't willing to do it too.  So over 
the weekend I bought a new Bible.  It's a One Year Bible.  It is broken into 365 days of reading... so by the end of 
the time... August 23, 2010 I will have read the entire Bible.  Today is my first day to read it.  So, now that I have 
begun reading I feel better about inviting you to do the same.  If there is interest I may even try to find these Bibles 
at a lower price, though the cost is pretty low when broken into 365 bits.  It actually costs 5.2 cents each day. 
 I don't know what will happen to me while I read.  I suspect nothing too drastic.  But I imagine just being 
in the Bible 15 minutes each day will change me.  I would have liked to tell you this is something I have done all 
my life.  I would have liked to tell you I study all the time.  The truth is I study very sporadically and have only 
read the Bible through using a tool that really didn't get me completely in the Word.  This is the first attempt to 
actually sit down and read through the Bible.  I hope you take my challenge and begin reading with me. 
 There is good reason to read the Bible.  God reveals to us many interesting and important things in His 
Word.  If we attend church every Sunday for 3 years we get a good portion of the Bible, but there are still many 
parts skipped.  By intentionally reading, it helps us to focus on God.  When that happens, we are much more will-
ing to be brother or sister to our neighbor, less judgmental, and more able to accept God in our lives.  I'm all for 
having God more in my life, so already I like the concept.  I think I am going to buy one of these for everyone in 
my family.  If it is good enough for me, then I should share the idea with others.  No better way to do that than by 
giving them the tool to use. 
 I also would like to take a moment and talk about a few things I've been thinking about.  The first one is 
Family Camp.  It was really fun this year.  I think it was awesome how we worked together to make sure things 
went smoothly.  I enjoyed singing in the praise band and doing it on that stage. Spreading out like we did was 
pretty cool.  I liked the screen!  It was a good example of what it could be like to worship with proper tools.  It was 
fun to see people participate that are not part of St. Paul.  Having the kids from St. Patrick Church there really 
added to the last night.  I also thought our speaker was helpful in reminding us about scripture and how we might 
consider working together in our prayer life and in service to one another. 
 I've been thinking about worship.  Lately I've been reading again.  Everything I have read has helped me 
focus on what we do... worship is no exception.  Our disagreements on worship styles, building design, and all the 
stuff we pick at each other about really have missed the point of what God is expecting from us.  The Church is not 
the building or the place, but is the people... and not just the people of St. Paul.  God expects so much more than 
we seem willing to give.  I hope we can find a way to be less about our individual selfish desires and more about 
God's plan... .maybe we can make a difference in Anamosa. 
 I've been thinking about SMALL GROUPS.  When I have visited with Walt (our speaker) and others, I 
have come away with a new understanding of small groups.  We can force groups on people, but we are already 
doing small group ministry.... we just are afraid to tie what we do to God.  We are constantly being put with other 
people, and our commission is to tell those people about Jesus and the wonderful promises being fulfilled through 
him.  Instead, we are afraid to talk about Jesus with others.  If we, who love Jesus, won't talk about him, what 
makes us think others are going to be interested?  Our time in worship should be a time of gathering to hear what 
each other is doing in the kingdom.  We need to be about encouraging one another.... not being afraid of sharing, 
or of thinking it is too personal to share.  We need to share and to hear about Jesus and the amazing things happen-
ing in each of our lives because of him. 
 And finally, I've been thinking about our motivations.  It seems we have been working really hard to moti-
vate people to our way of thinking without listening to others and their way of thinking.  I think this is a really dan-
gerous path to be on.  When we don't listen or don't care about other's points of view, we place ourselves above 
them.  That is so contrary to what Jesus gave us as examples for living.  Listening first gives us perspective.  From 
perspective we then have common ground.  God gives us each other, not to beat up or diminish in some way, but 
to live together, enhancing each other's lives, and filling each other with Christlike love.  It's time we stop reacting 
and begin to reach out in love.
